Step by Step Tutorial: Step 11 Building Slab & Step 9 Layers

Start ArchiCAD 7.0 and go to Help then Step By Step Tutorial.  Once you are in the tutorial go to page 86 (according to Acrobat Reader not the page number on the tutorial). This page should be titled: Step 11: Building. Load the Step 11.pln drawing from the Step Files folder. Answer the following questions as you move through this exercise.

NOTE: To enter an X value simply type X and then the value, to enter a Y value type Y and then the value. To enter an angle type a and the value, for a radius type r and the value.

6. When you get to page 89 you might want to follow my instructions instead of the book instructions. Click on the Arrow tool and select the slab. Click on the Control Box and right next to the word Half is an arrow (. Click on this and it will bring up four options, list those four options here:
7. Of these four options you want to select Distance and then enter the desired distance in the box, in this case the distance will be 3’-4”.  Click on right corner of the slab to make this a reference point and then click on the line below this point, what appears? _________________ And how far apart are these markings?
8. Now go back and click on the Slab tool. Go back to that same edge of the slab and move the cursor until the tick mark shows up. Click twice on this same spot and you will see a black dot appear, this is a node for the slab tool. 
9. Repeat step 7 and 8 but this time you want to start at the bottom of the slab and come up the edge 3’-4”. You must use the arrow tool, select the bottom corner of the slab and them the edge above it so that the distance from the bottom of the slab is 3’-4”. Return to the slab tool and double click on this location to place a slab node there.
