Start ArchiCAD 7.0 and go to Help then Step By Step Tutorial.  Once you are in the tutorial go to page 30 (according to Acrobat Reader not the page number on the tutorial). This page should be titled: Tools and Palettes. 


Move to page 30: What to Do
1. Open Step-02.pln, this file can be found in the ArchiCAD Tutorial folder. Ask for help if you cannot find the file. You will be using more of these tutorial drawings so remember where they are.

2. Make your tool box look like the one in the exercise. What menu do you need to access to make this change?


3. List five basic parts of the tool box and give an example of a tool you think would fit in each category.






4. How can you open the settings dialogue box for any particular tool?



5. Double click on the Object Tool – looks like a chair. How many different chairs are shown in the selection window (there are more than four!)

6. Look at some of the sub folders that are found in the Libraries main folder. List at least 4 of these that you think you would find useful when building your house.





7. Where is the info box located and what types of information does it display?



8. Use the coordinate box to create a wall that is exactly 15’6” long. Use the shift key to make sure the wall is horizontal. Create another wall that is exactly 6’4” down from the end of this wall. Explain how you can make a wall exactly 15’6”
