Designing a CAD Classroom with Blocks

A new CAD/ Computer Repair classroom is being planned for Sequoia. The classroom will be used for CAD as well as the computer repair courses. The final design of the class has not yet been determined so here is your chance to submit your design ideas. The HTHClass drawing found in the drawings folder on the SQITLAB server has the floor plan of the new classroom. Copy the HTHClass drawing to your desktop and then open it. Immediately save the drawing to your home directory with a different name. The classroom which is dimensioned is the one you will furnish and design.

Use the dimensions of the following furniture to make a block library. Print up a copy of your block library. Insert those blocks into the classroom and submit your best design. The classroom must have the following:


32 Computer Lab Stations (desk, chair, desktop computer and monitor)


1 Plotting Station (assume the same size as the HP500 DesignJet)

1 Printing Station (same size as our current printer) 

1 Teachers desk w/computer and chair.

Wall counters that are 24” deep for working on computers.

Be prepared to explain why you think this is a good design for a classroom. After you submit your proposal you will be asked to make some changes to the blocks and then you must resubmit your modified design.
