To learn more about how these two commands work complete the following exercise. This exercise is intended to allow you to discover how the hatch and bhatch commands work by trial and error. One important aspect of this exercise is the order in which you select items. You may want to read up on the two commands first before jumping in.

Duplicate the following drawing. Draw a 3” diameter circle at 2,2.75 in your proA prototype. Make an array consisting of 6 circles (two rows with three circles each). When prompted for the distance between rows and columns enter 3.5. For the rest of the drawing you are on your own. 
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
